 We, the Caregivers of your child, know that leav-

ing your child everyday is not easy.  We also know that 

there are many times throughout the day when you are 

at work wondering what your child is doing.  While 

your child is at Rosey’s, they are receiving the very best 

care and are engaging in many developmentally appro-

priate activities.

 When you drop off in the morning and pick up in 

the evening you will most likely see the same thing eve-

ryday.  The children in our care are loved and well ad-

justed.  Our #1 goal is to make sure each child is fed at 

appropriate times and that diapers are changed when 

needed.  Since each child is not on the same schedule, 

feeding and changing is an ongoing (and going and 

going) process.  Our second goal is to provide each 

child the stimulation and interaction that they need 

and depend on.

 We work on each child’s individual level of devel-

opmental stages.  We record all developmental mile-

stones in a log that we give to you when your child 

leaves our room.  This would include rolling, scooting, 

crawling, sitting, pulling up, cruising, and finally, walk-

ing.  We also work on grasping, reflexes, object perma-

nence, imitation, beginning words, sign language, and 

feeding.

 Your child will engage in many fun, entertaining, 

and developmentally appropriate activities.  These ac-

tivities include, but are not limited to, parachute play, 

bubbles, blocks, stories, pudding prints, finger-painting, 

and hand print projects.  We also have a lot of fun sing-

ing and doing finger plays with the babies.

 We do our best to provide your child with a stimu-

lating environment while meeting the essential needs 



of food, sleep, diapering, and love.  Since the early 

morning, lunch time, and the late afternoon tend to be 

our busier times during the day, most of these activities 

take place between 9am and 3pm.  You will receive a daily 

report with all of the standard information about 

your child’s day.  We will ALWAYS verbally give you all of 

the fun details of the day.

 When you drop off in the morning you know that 

your baby has a busy day ahead of them!!  Our babies 

work very hard growing and exploring every day.  Our 

objective is to give your child the best opportunity for 

growth and development.  We are always open to trying 

new things and are CONSTANTLY updating our knowl-

edge to ensure that your child is getting everything 

that we can possibly give them.

 Your child will always be provided with a fun and 

fulfilling day.  If you have any questions or concerns, 

please address them to one of us.
